Renovation update

Unfortunately, we lost our summary judgment and will be heading to court in September, further delaying our plans for an overhaul of our club’s facilities.  At the last board meeting, we decided to continue the lawsuit to try and remove the deed restriction.  Our list of improvements needed for our aging facilities continues to grow, and the unused land continues to be not only a wasted asset, but also a liability in the form of taxes (which just went up 25%, bringing our 2008 tax bill to $30,000).   This simply reinforced the opinion of the board to move forward.  It is a battle we will face at some point in our future, and since we are in need of major improvements, we feel this is the time.  I would invite any of you who have concerns, to please talk to us.  We have looked at several options, and this makes the most sense.

We also have another new expense to contend with, the outdoor courts.  If you have not seen them, we have several new large cracks.  We have been advised to redo the outdoor courts, but we will try a temporary fix (roughly $15,000) versus redoing them for about $250,000(estimated) due to a lack of funds.  This just adds to our list of necessary improvements including:  dry rot on the maintenance shed and social lounge, a roof which needs major overhaul, new siding for the entire club, insulation for the indoor courts, a larger social lounge, and more courts.  On top of this, we have also discussed the lack of a fire protection system, a new security and monitoring system,

and parking. 
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LRC has been a proud fixture of the Lakewood community for many years and we hope to keep it that way.  I would like to make one final plea.  If any of you who love the club as much as I do would like to see it continue, we would welcome an endowment or gifts to help.  A court could always be named for a family or even a new building.  There are so many families who have grown up at our club who I know would love to see the club continue to serve our community.  Tennis teaches us so many traits, including work ethic, competitive spirit, integrity (the Code), and above all, it promotes friendship and strong social behavior.  Please join us in saving our club.
