Coach’s Corner

Mix it up Against a Poacher

An effective way to del with a poacher in doubles is to turn the tables on him.  Try to make him worry as much about whether you’re going to hit cross-court or down the line as you do about whether or not he is going to poach.

Hit a lot of service returns at him or down the line, and don’t forget about lobbing some over his head.  Don’t try for winners on these shots just let him know you can and will hit the ball there often.  If he poaches when you do hit one there, he’ll look foolish when the ball goes through the opening he left.  After a while, he’ll be sure to stop poaching, and you can go back to hitting more normal cross-court returns.
