As most of you probably heard, we lost our summary judgment in our bid to release the deed restriction on part of our property.  The board believes very strongly this was a flawed decision by the judge and will be appealing the case.  The judge felt it should remain open space because she believed that was the intent of the restriction.  It has been nearly 50 years since the restriction was put in place and times have changed.  The Orrs have moved and no longer have an interest in the community.  There is nothing in the deed restriction that says we can’t build more courts or building anywhere on the land and since the deed restriction makes no mention of this, we believe the decision was flawed.  We also feel that at some point this deed restriction could hinder the club and battle would be more costly in the future than today.  

As tough as it was to take the board is still very committed to making some improvements to the club as we have many things that need to be repaired.  The outdoor courts will be fixed late this spring (hopefully it will last 3 years or so) at a cost of $30,000.  At some point, they need to be completely redone because the cracks will keep reappearing.  The estimated cost is about $250,000 for a complete overhaul, which will just have to wait.  We are also looking at residing some of the building, as there is some dry rot and holes that need to be fixed as well as roof issues that will need to be fixed this summer.  There are also some other items we will also be taking a look at in the next few months in an attempt to improve our facility.

Coach’s Corner

Five Keys to a Successful Dbls Team

1. Find a partner you like.  Even if they are not the best, you will have more fun.

2. In club dubs, opposites work best!  If you are a power player, find a steady backboard for a partner.  Each player needs to bring a special strength that can help the team win.  

3. It’s all about winning.  Keep the ball in play.  The first two shots are key.  Do not go for a big power shot unless it is an easy one to hit.  Don’t lose a point because you went for too much.

4. LOB, LOB, and then LOB again!  At every level the lob is the high percentage shot that turns a point into your favor.  Off the return of serve or after a drop shot, the lob will frustrate your opponent and win you tons of key points.

5. Placement is more important than power in doubles.  Use angle shots and deep balls to keep the other team moving.
