Coach’s Corner

The Forehand Volley




You have probably read or been told to hit the volley out in front of your body.  This is good advice for the backhand volley, but not necessarily for the forehand volley.  When you turn sideways to the net with the proper volley grip (a.k.a. the australian grip), the hitting arm is away from the net.  This brings the hitting zone back to being more even with the front side of your body, or even slightly further back.  With the proper hitting zone, your balance and proper hitting motion are now greatly enhanced.
