Coaches Corner

The 2010 Adult USTA season is coming up quickly, so it is time to think about being aggressive on the court.  

The key to attacking tennis is the Approach Shot.  Learning to hit a good approach requires good anticipation.  As soon as you determine that your opponent will hit a 

short ball, start moving forward to the ball.
It is not necessary to stop to get set to hit.  Maintain good balance as you move forward through your shot.  With a short backswing and a continental grip, bring the racquet head down through the ball with a firm wrist at contact.  It should be met in front and contact is made at waist height whenever possible.  The path of the swing is like a bow on a smile; starting high, making contact at the lowest point of the smile and then moving out and up.  As your approach shot improves, you will be able to come in behind deeper balls.  This constant offensive attack places an extreme amount of pressure on your opponent.  In singles, most approaches are hit down the line to offset the possible return angles.  In doubles, however, the approach is almost always hit cross-court due to the presence of the net man.  The timing on this shot can be delicate at times, yet with practice it can be conquered and add a whole new dimension to your game.
